	Approximate Length of Unit (days, weeks): Student presentations will occur over the course of an entire quarter. 

	Unit Summary and Sequence of Events, Timelines – give details:

	Summary: Students will learn to identify and analyze the use of various literary devices, including: foreshadowing and flashback; character; narrator and voice; universal themes and themes across genres*; irony and ambiguity; historical approach; and symbolism and allegory. Small student groups (3-4) will be responsible for becoming the “experts” on a literary device and creating a digital presentation that can be posted to Edmodo for their peers to view and take Cornell Notes on in order to prepare for reading and discussion particular literary selections.  

The student presentations posted to Edmodo will serve as the “flip,” and homework will include viewing the presentations and taking Cornell Notes prior to reading a particular selection. Students will return to class able to recognize and identify the various literary elements, enabling class work and time with instructor to focus on interpreting and critiquing the literature while focusing on the use of a particular literary element.
